                                                          (A Course in Miracles for Daily Living)

After a long day of moving furniture, I could feel that my body was drained of energy.  It was about 8:00 pm, when I curled up in my favorite recliner with a warm blanket.  To my surprise, I fell fast asleep for two full hours and woke up at 10:00 pm as if I had slept all night.  It was about the time when my family was preparing for bed.  I decided to stay up for awhile as I felt some sort of spiritual message trying to come through.  

My mind was at last peaceful and ready for the communication.  I felt guided to pick up the book, I Am Rich Beyond My Wildest Dreams by Thomas and Penelope Pauley, and flip it open.  I opened to a place in the book where a woman named Marilyn was sharing a story about how she gave away an old computer and after a very short time, she was able to buy a brand new one. I then laid the book in my lap and closed my eyes again.    I remembered a time when I gave away a black leather chair and desk to my cousin Paula and later that year, it was Paula that moved and furnished my entire cabin with furniture. 

Many of us have heard the “10 times” scenario.  “Give and it will come back to you 10 times.”  My inner wisdom was reminding me of a very important principle.  I then remembered my sister, who had received a beautiful new coat from her husband for Christmas.  She was wearing it one night in San Francisco, soon after she received it, and passed a homeless and shivering elderly woman in an alley.  My sister and her husband knew what needed to happen and without hesitation, placed the long coat over the woman.  The woman cried and they cried and the moment was perfect.  The next day, a neighbor came to my sister’s house and had a coat in her arms.  She told my sister that she had received it as a present and it didn’t fit.  She was unable to take it back to the store and thought my sister might like it.  The coat was even nicer than the one she had given the night before, and fit her even more perfectly.

The pictures and events were flowing rapidly through my mind.  I was then reminded of a time when a friend of mine gave over $32,000 to another person during a difficult financial time, and then my friend had their most extraordinary income year ever and made over $300,000 (10 times the initial gift!!)  I had never put the two events together before.  I was definitely on a guided tour through the principles of giving and receiving.  Last, I was shown that as a result of giving out my favorite books to clients as gifts, I ended up receiving 12 boxes of brand new donated books to sell at my healing center. This was a wonderful blessing! 

OK…OK…I thought.  So, I get the point!  Then I heard…”No, you really don’t get it.  In a physical world, whatever you think you are lacking is the very thing that you MUST GIVE in order to HAVE it.  It is wise to give in the form that would be helpful for you to receive.”  I responded brilliantly with….HUH?  Then it was really spelled it out for me.  “Robin… If you would like to experience more cash flow, then give some of your CASH away.  It is from giving it, that you will have it.”  OOOHHH!  I finally got the point.  I was absolutely stunned and amazed by this very simple idea.  For years I had given away everything but cash (i.e., love, time, services, furniture, books, etc.) because I felt abundant in those areas.  I always thought that if I didn’t have a lot of money, then I could just give what I did have.  I had never realized that in a physical world, the form that we give actually plays a role in what we receive.  I was 

shown that every time I didn’t give my cash because I thought I didn’t have enough, that I was continuing to create a cash-poor experience.  Our consciousness always creates our outward experience.
Whenever we give, we are actually giving to ourselves because we are all ONE!  The illusion is that we are giving to something or someone that is outside of us.  Whatever we give comes back to us 10 times. In a physical world, the form in which we give our gifts, is the general form in which we receive them.  Whatever we think we are lacking, whether it be love, money, furniture, etc., that is the very thing we should GIVE in order to HAVE it.  

The next morning, after talking with my husband, we tithed 10% of our CASH as fast as we could.  We prayed about who to give it to and co-created guidelines to follow in terms of giving monetary gifts.  This is what we came up with after our prayer:
1) Always ask your inner guidance who the money should be given to.  It might be the same person(s) or a different person each time.  

2) Always plant your seeds where you would like them to grow.  We enjoy giving to individuals, healers, lightworkers and health practitioners because of our desire to help others reach a greater sense of health and happiness.   We also enjoy giving to other tithers (because we know the energy of the money will flow very rapidly.)
3) Give it to anyone that you are not already financially responsible for.  This will ensure it is an unconditional act of love and not coming from a sense of responsibility or obligation.  This can include friends, strangers, organizations and even family members    (i.e., parents, siblings, etc.) as long as they are people you are not already financially responsible for.  Of course, you can give to anyone anytime, however if you give as a repayment or out of obligation, then you will experience a one for one exchange.  If you give as an unconditional act of love, then you receive multiplied abundantly.  
4) Give only as an act of love without expectation of getting something in return.   Do not give from fear, guilt or worry, as it will create these things within your own experience.  It’s fine to give your money to those experiencing financial challenges, however it is also important to not dis-empower them in the process.  If we attempt to hold others up financially, become their financial “source,” or take on their financial burden, then we are coming from our own sense of fear and our gift of love quickly becomes a joining of fear.  In these situations, it is wise to ask your inner guidance how you can best help the other person to feel more empowered and remember their connection to the Infinite Source.  Our greatest gift is in helping each other to raise conscious awareness and remember our worthiness of love, joy, health and prosperity.
I am sharing these suggestions with you because they were made so clear to me over a 7-hour period that night.  If I had applied this earlier in life, I could have avoided a long period of financial struggle.  If you have not done this before and would like to try it, then tithe an amount that does not bring you fear and work up to the 10% (or more.)  Let the universe convince you of its simple principles of cause and effect in action!  Even starting with an unconditional gift of $1 (or less) will invite you into the consciousness and laws of abundance.  
Once we adopted tithing, everything started opening up financially.  We began to experience joy in our hearts, abundance in our attitude, a heightening of ideas and creativity and a much greater flow of money in our wallets.  All four of my children are now tithers along with us.  It is one of our favorite things to do together as a family.  They are learning to recognize their own sense of abundance and the joy of sharing it with others out of unconditional love. 

I am grateful for my “guided tour” that night and thrilled to be a “tither for life!”  Prosperity comes from us, not to us.  Since then, I learned that several self-made billionaires like Oprah Winfrey, Bill Gates and Ross Perot are all tithers.  It seems the secret of financial abundance can be consolidated into this one simple concept:  In giving…we receive!  Let 2006 be your year of financial freedom!
